· Provide physiotherapy assessment and treatment to client independently in a safe environment. This may include video conferencing or face-to-face consultations as appropriate.
· Complete documentation of this assessment and treatment in the client’s electronic record (OPAL)
· Complete ISOFT documentation and paperwork
· Provide feedback to the referrer promptly including through the MAC portal
· Coordinate/provide input into care plans for clients as appropriate
· Collaborate with EGHS staff and external organisations to provide the best outcomes for clients
· To advocate for clients as required
· To complete EGHS mandatory education
· To continue to enhance clinical skills with professional development opportunities
· To assess, coordinate and supervise physiotherapy students
· To work within the strategic direction of EGHS
· To keep in touch with team and community services issues by reading and contributing to the team, community services and organisational  meetings as appropriate
